Four works of art were stolen
and several telephones damag-
ed in a recent attack by vandals
on the EMU.

15,"" also located in the lobby of
the ballroom. This was believed
to be stolen on Friday, Jan. 23.

Also, over the weekend a wall
hanging from the art gallery on
the second floor was stolen, as
was a lithograph entitled *'I
