Cross-country bicyclists present
workshops on non-violent action

They are student protesters in
the classic sense. but they have
a distinctively 1980s stvle.

Cleancut, earnest and wear-
ing bright vellow rain pants,
Dominic Kulik and David
Yaskulka are crisscrossing the
country on their 18-speed
mountain  bicvles. traveling
from rally to rally and campus
to campus with their message of
non-violent political action for
peace

The pair rolled into Eugene
on Sunday night and will be of
fering a two-part workshop
“Exploring Non-Violent Alter-
natives'” at the University today
and Tuesday from 4-6 p.m. in
EML! Room 101

Recent graduates of Williams
College in Massachusetts, the
pair started their odyssev in Oc-
tober in Old Bridge, New Jersey

They estimate the trip will
take one vear and 12,000 miles
But they are not purists aboul
biking every mile thev occa
sionally hitch rides in the back
of pick-ups or patronize Amtrak
to keep up with their
itinerary.

Still, Kulik guesses they will
pedal about 7,000 miles.

At the workshops they
discuss political issues and the

Kulik and Yaskulka are part

of a growing peace studies
movement. They assisted in
teaching student-run, full-

credit courses in non-violence
and social change at Williams
College

Both men helped organize an
anti-apartheid hunger strike,

which received  international
news coverage, at their college
in 1983,
