The Leah Kirker Scholarship
Memorial Fund, which will
award scholarships to outstand-
ing history GTF's, was being
established in remembrance of
Kirker

Kirker was inspirational to
people who knew her. Rondeau,
who had met Kirker only a short
while ago and who left the podi-
um with tears in her oyes, spoke
of Kirker's energy, warmth,
vitality, and tremendous love of
life which had inspired her

‘I have had a geeat deal of
trouble finding the words to
write for tonight,”” Rondeau
said. "'l loved Leah for so many
things.”

Many of the other speakers

agreed that Kirker was opti-
mistic, loving and impossible to
dislike. They said she had such
a complete life, and it was hard
to use ordinary words to
describe her and the effect she
had on those who cared for her

Enrique Arias, a friend of
Kirker's since 1986, brought a
letter to the front of the room to
read.
