“This is the left hand giv
ing to the right hand.” said
Jian Liu, former chairman for
the IFC, which was officially
reorganized and merged into
the Student Senate in spring
term.

Senator Martin Fisher said
I'uesday that he didn’t want

Historically, the IFC has
bailed out student pro-
grams,” Fisher said.

Fisher told the Senate's
executive secretary, Senator

Bender agreed and told the
Senate they wouldn’t be bail-
ing out the program so much
as returning money the task
force previously didn't use

In the 1992-93 fiscal vear,
the task force was granted
$25,000 through a special
request but only used
$10,000 and allowed the

other $15,000 to wash back
into the general fund, which
is  customary for funds
unused by student programs

Ihe $25.000 was set aside
because the task force expect-
ed federal funding to pay for
part of that vear's subsidy,
Hunter said. The federal
money didn't come and part
ol the set-aside was used

Because money doesn’t
leave the general fund until
it's spent and because the
task force allowed the money
1o wash into the account at a
time the task force didn’l
need it, Bender said that
because the program now
needs the money, she l!npr'd
for the Senate’s recommenda-
tion

Last term’s IFC didn't allo
cate the money because
many committee members
felt there was a continual
problem in the task force's
management of the account,
Liu said

Dennis Reynolds, ASUO
child care coordinator, said
program management is diffi
cult because the task force
can only estimate how many
parents neaed day cara

Fhe University does not
keep records of how many
students have children, he
said, and the figures he annu-
ally receives from financial
aid are only rough estimates.
