In August, Soinnasang will 
return to Tfiailand to live in a rur- 

al village for eight mouths to 

study food gathering and eating 
habits She will then c ome tvm k 
to Oregon to finish tier disserta- 
tion 

Soinnasang said that she hopes 
to use her knowledge of nutrition 
to i.nnviiK e the Thai goveminent 
to stop deforestation, whu h is 

destroying important food 
sources.
