es. 

Jerry Green's Ducks, snubbed 
bv the coaches in the CNN/1 'SA 
Today poll, were rewarded for 
their sweep of UCLA and USC 
over the weekend in opening 
play of the Par-10 season bv 
sneaking into the 25th spot in 
The latest Associated Press Top 
25. 

The Ducks haven’t been 
nationally ranked since 1077, 
but have gotten off to their t>est 
since 1974 with a 10-1 mark. 
Included in the fast start was the 
Ducks' first Far West Classic 
Championship in 20 years with 
wins over George Washington

Trade talk aside, Drexler leads Trail Blazers past Lakers 
PORTLAND, Ore, (AI>) — Clyde Drexler. 

in his first home game since he went public 
with his request to he traded, made six of 
seven 3-pointers and scored 31 points as 

Portland handed the Los Angeles Lakers 
their most lopsided loss ever, 129-83 Mon- 

day night. 
Drexler missed his first 3-pointer, then 

made six in a row. He scored 16 points in 
the third quarter when Portland turned an 

11-point lead into a blowout that emphati- 
cally ended the Lakers' five-game winning 
streak. 

The Blazers, who have tx-aten Los Angeles 
eight straight times, out scored the Lakers 41- 

15 in the third quarter to go ahead 106-69. 
Los Angeles hasn't beaten Portland since 

Jan. 15. 1993 

The Lakers previous worst loss also was in 
Portland, by 42 {mints (130-8B) on April 22, 
1990. when then-coach Pat Riley benched 
Magic Johnson and James Worthy to pr«{wm» 
for the upcoming playoffs 

Clifford Robinson added 2,1 points, while 
Rod Strickland added 14 points and a sea- 

son-high lfi assists Drexler, Robinson and 
Strickland all sat out the Pinal quarter 

Tony Smith si ored 17 and Eddie Jones 15 
for Los Angeles Cedric Ceballos. who 
missed the two previous games with back 
spasms, returned to the lineup but scored 

only two points in 20 minutes Nick Van 
Exel also scored just two points and didn't 
play in the second half. 

The talkers, playing their second game in 
as many nights, lost big as is their habit In 

10 losses. the Takers have lost by an aver- 

age of 20.2 points 
The Blazers, who matched their longest 

winning streak of the season at three games, 
scored a season-high 65 points in the first 
half when they led by as many as 12 points 
before settling for a 65-54 advantage at inter- 
mission. 

Portland had a 23-3 tun in the third irinr- 

ter. then added an H-l outburst to end the 
period. 

Drexler, who had eight reliounds. received 
a smattering of boos but mostly ( beers when
