he hears about it only through 
the grapevine 

He said he would like to see a 

diversity segment added to intro 
DUCktion to deal with people 
< oming to the University who do 
not know what to expect 

When talking about diversity, 
the task force is not only referring 
to rai e. hut also different politi- 
cal. religious and sexual behav- 
iors and affiliations. Farris said. 

Susan Anderson, co-director 
of the Lesbian, Cay and Bisexu- 
al Alliance, said she knows of 
six people who have been vii 
tuns of violent physical hate 
t rimes tiased on their sexual ori- 
entation this year 

Kells Morris. University 
Housing resident director of Cor- 
son Complex, said in the dorms 
he does not see overt, but rather 
covert racism and prejudice. 

He said the Ra< e Task Force's 
idea for a diversity program is 

needed and a good approach 
A game called "cultural pur- 

suit." whi< h imitates htngo hut 
with cultural identifications 
rather than numbers, is one 

activity the task force is < onsid 
ering. Blake Jones said Another 
activity involves students writ 
ing down one ethnic: and one 
cultural trait with which they 
identify They are then suppose 
to discuss this with a partner 

The diversity hour w ill divide 
students into small groups of 15 
or less and will require a trained 
facilitator to guide the dis< ussion 

The Office of Orientation w ill 
hire 14 students, who will be 
propped about diversity issues 
and how to deal with prejudice 
students in a one-day training 
session. Farris said. 

"You i-nn't do much in an hour 
but we are trying to open minds 
to the possibility that you can 

learn something from diversity." 
he said Hie program will not be 
a I tv lure hut rather a series of get 
ting to know you exercises and 
small group discussions. 

The program will be piloted 
during the 1995 lntroDUCKtion 
sessions 

Blake Jones, who began a sim- 
ilar projet t at the University of 
California at Berkeley, where
