Mariners 
offer bonus 
to players 

PKORIA, Ariz. (AP) — The 
Seattle Mariners' minor league 
and replacement players have 
been offered a $100 bonus per 
exhibition game if they'll play. 

That's to compensate the play- 
ers for any pressure they may 
feel from the striking players' 
union, which is strongly advis- 
ing minor leaguers to boycott 
the games, said Woody Wood- 
ward, the Mariner's vice presi- 
dent of baseball operations 

Those who agree to play also 
will receive an additional $80 
per day, the normal daily major 
league allowance during spring 
training Since camp opened on 

Feb. 20. players have received 
Sit) a day, plus lunch and hotel 
rooms. 

The players must make a deci- 
sion by Tuesday so manager Lou 
Pilliella ntui his coaching slaft 
can put together a team for I-'ri- 
doy's Cactus Leagues opener 
against the Chicago Cubs at Peo- 
ria Stadium. 

Players can change their 
minds at any time and forfeit the 
extra money. 

On Thursday. Mariners man- 

agement will designate a Cactus 
League roster, probably between 
45 and 55 of the 94 players in 
tamp, made up of those players 
interested in playing 

"That's a joke," said Mariners' 
pitcher Chris Bosio, who is in 
Arizona waiting for a settlement. 
"What are they trying to do, buy 
them off?" 

A player who has signed 
specifically as a potential 
replacement player probably 
will be sent home if he decides 
not to make himself available, 
and reluctant minor league play- 
ers will continue to work out 
and receive the $10 per diem. 

"It is unfortunate that the 
union has put these players in 
this set of circumstances." 
Woodward said. These kills are 

not members of the union, yet 
the union is trying to bully them 
into not playing spring training 
games. The players are con- 

i erned and don't appreciate 
being put in this position."
