the Oregon foot- 
ball team readies itself 
to defend its Pacific-10 

Conference title, and the Oregon 
basketball team ponders the 
highlights and what-ifs of a fate- 
ful season, the Oregon wrestling 
team is spending part of its 

already-busv off season playing 
host to a 15-member wrestling 
delegation from Japan 

The hospitality — wedged in 
between the National Kspoir 
Championships last weekend 
and the University Freestyle and 
Greco-Roman Competition later 
this month — is part of an 

exchange that will send 15 
Ducks on a 13-day lour of Japan 
on June 17, giving the team a lit- 
tle hit of extra wrestling experi- 
ence and. more importantly, a 

whole lot of cultural experience 
"I think it is one of the great- 

est learning experiences you can 

have." Oregon head coach Ron 
Finley said. “It really raises your 
cultural interest 

The Japanese team led by 

Trkvor Kfvrnja 
Akihiro Sa!o, a coach from Daito 
Bufika University in Tokyo 
came to Oregon on March 
and has since been given the red 

carpet treatment not only by- 
Oregon wrestlers, but bv those 
from Pacific University, Port- 
land State, Clackamas Commu- 
nity College and Southern Ore- 

litil well 
In between wrestling each of 

the schools, the visitors have 
been everywhere from the coast 
to Mount St Helens and hack 
again, giving them more than 
just a view of a stuffv gym lined 
with thick wrestling mats and 
more to do than just watch cable 

TV in their hotel rooms 

And while in Japan, the Ore- 
gon delegation will receive the 
reciprocal of their hospitality in 

the form of a VIP tour com- 

plete with home-stays with 
some of the wrestler*, and the 
chum u to travel on top of get- 
ting the wrestling experience of 
a lifetime 

The U. S end of the exchange 
culminates this Friday with an 

open dual meet between mem- 

bers of the Oregon squad and the 
team from Japan at Cottage 
Grove High S» hool, with Oregon 
wrestlers dawning non-Oregon 
singlets and wrestling tm.it- 
tin hed (the NCAA doesn't allow 
teams to wrestle representing 
their si hool in non national 
qualifying meets) But that real- 
I) isn't the highlight of the 
whole exchange
