Recent surveys shmv that binge 
drinking at the University of Ore- 
gon is lower than what or curs ul 
other colleges — yet officials 
warn it is still a problem 

A survey conducted winter 
term of 1994 revealed that 41 tier 

ent of the HHfi students polled 
had engaged in binge drinking in 

the previous two weeks of the 
survey Compared to national 

(itudit*'., Ihli npitwnli a throe to 
nine percent dnctreaie overall 

A widely-publicized Harvard 
University study conducted in 
December 1M4 found that 44 

j»en:«*nt of the student* surveyed 
admitted to hinge drinking, 
spending an estimated $'> S bil- 
lion a year on beer, wine and 
liquor Thesurvey polled I7,'i92 
students at unidentified, four- 
year colleges in 40 state* 

Similarly, a study rondm ted 

by Columbia University ut June 
I9f>4 found that 50 pen >»nt of the 
students at Columbia practiced 
hinge drinking Among college 
women, the percentage had 
tin remind from H pert ent to ,17 
(ten i*nt over tin* last 15 years 

Although the University rtf 
Oregon's survey did reveal smalt* 
er percentages, concern among 
officials altnut the consequences 
of binge drinking remain high 

"It s belter to he under the 

national average, htit we still 
need to put re sou n m into this.’ 
said Laura Blake. asst* mte dean 
of studonts 'Bingo drinking
