script and leave the play up to 
an audience’s imagination

t ommittee. with fairly specif- 
ic criteria land! let finical 
requirements — and selected 
scripts that all happen to be

The full-stale performances 
run from Thursday to Satur- 
day at H p m., with Sunday 
matinees at 2 p m Stage read- 
ings begin at 7 p m mi Sun- 
day evenings

nees.
