He wasn't supposed to be a factor in Ore-
gon's 24-22 victory over Washington on Sat-
urday. He wasn’t even supposed to be a
starter and wasn’t even guaranteed a spot on
the team

But true freshman kicker Joshua Smith has
proved that he is all of the things he wasn’t
supposed to be and more

On Monday, Smith was named the Pacific-
10 Conference Special Teams Player of the
Week after his three field goals against Wash-
ington proved to be the deciding factor in
Oregon’s upset victory

“l am so far ahead of where | wanted to be
right now it is unbelievable,” Smith said,
adding that he was just hoping to make the
team this year and become a starter by the
time he was a senior.

“Right now | can’t believe personally what
I have accomplished at this time,"” he said. “It
is something I haven’t even dreamed of. |
have dreamed of being a good player, but not
being Pac-10 Player of the Week.

“I was stunned [by the award],” he said. 1
didn’t know how to take it. 1 still can"t
believe it. The game was such a big game,
and we played so well that it could have
been any of us [getting the honor).”

But it was Smith who earned the honor,
and it has been Smith who has upped the

level of his game steadily from the beginning
of the season, when he was called to practice
early from his home in Colorado Springs,
Colo., to take over the kicking job left vacant
when sophomore Matt Belden went down to
Hnjury

“Al the beginning of the year, when | went
in, my legs were like water. It was scary,” he
said. “It was tough — 1 wouldn't trade it for
anything, but it was real tough.”

The kicking game, once a definite strong
point in Oregon’'s offense, had become
unpredictable this season after Belden's
injury. But as it looks now, the Ducks have
someone to count on when they need to con-
vert on a critical fourth down or extra point
attempt

“When [ first came in, [my teammates)
didn’t know me and they didn’t know my
abilities,” Smith said. “Now [my teammates]
know I am going to pull through for them —
now the kicking game is not o weakness.”

Against Washington, the kicking game was
anything but a weakness, as Smith hit field
goals of 30-yards, 22-yards and 34-yards in
the first half. He added three extra points in
the first half, accounting for 11 of the Ducks’
24 points.

“It was crazy,” Smith said of playing in
Husky Stadium, adding the intimidation
Washington's bowl talks was a factor going
into the game. “They have got crazy, crazy
fans and really loud fans. Going into Husky
Stadium and taking one from them in their
house was incredible.”

B COUGARS: The Washington
State quarterback is punished
for breaking team rules

PULLMAN, Wash. (AP) Wash-
ington State starting quarterback Chad
Davis has exhibited a "disturbing pat-
tern of behavior” and will be benched
for the Cougars final two games, coach
Mike Price said Tuesday

Price declined to discuss specilics,
but said the demotion comes as the
result of breaking team rules in a
series of incidents that showed a lack
of support for teammates and coaches

“As a result of a disturbing pattern
of behavior to the Washington State
football team and its team rules, I've
decided to bench Chad Davis the next
two games," Price told reporters dur-
ing his weekly telephone news confer-
ence. “"His nonsupportive attitude to
tsammates and coaches ... will not be
tolerated."”

Fifth-year senior Shawn Deeds and
redshirt freshman Ryan Leafl will
split quarterback duties agains!
