els." Wntterson. tH, said in the 
letter "I am eager to work nt a 

more thoughtful pace, with 
fewer artistic compromises 

Calvin and Hobbes hit the 
comic pages in 1‘lBfi and enter- 
tained millions with the antics a 

6-year-old boy with an ov(trac- 
tive imagination and a not so- 
stuffed tiger 

The letter featured a drawing 
of the two cartoon characters 
getting kicked out a door The 
two buddies are shown (dutch 
mg each other as they fly 
through the air, leaving n trail of 
stars. 

In the past nine years, the pair 
Uum tied ountless snowball 
ambushes, journeyed through 
space, tormented a baby sitter 
and ran afoul of Calvin's patient 
parents 

Colxm and Hohhrs is distrib-
