Even before the walk 
began, atudent* were 

esprwsting their specific, 
concern* Margaret Butler, 
co-dirt* tor of the LCBA. 
aaid the stairway up from 
the EMU courtyard wiui'i 
lit properly, making for a 

dangerous descent anytime 
in the evening. 

Right away. Hick* and 
King addreaaed the con- 

cern. noting the stairway 
had lights, they were just 
unoperationai at the time 
At the end of the walk, both 
man listed the stairway as 

one of their first concerns 
in the improvement 
process 

While students pointed 
out numerous problems 
and ideas for solutions, the 
administrators, along with 
the group, left most of the 
decisions to further delude 
and planning. Among the 
ideas presented were one 

main well-lit walkway 
through < am pus. trimming 
of various shrubs and trees, 
and an increased number 
of cal! base* in accessible 
areas 

Doth administrators, 
while committing them* 
selves to changes in the 
near future, stressed the 
fact that funds are limited. 

"We need to find our pri- 
orities." King said. "We 
want to put the money 
where it will do the most 

good." 
Students and adminis- 

trators alike appeared gen- 
erally pleased with the 
results of the walk 

"We're making progress 
but there's still a lot to go," 
King said 

"The fact that (the 
administrators! we're will- 
ing to listen and w ilting to 
take part in a dialogue was 

very helpful." Thompson 
said.
