Circuit fudge Robert tUrdner 
sentenced Hutchinson to serve 
14 days in tail, giving him cred 
it for nine days served following 
his arrest in the Feb 8 incident 
at an Oregon State dorm 

( emitter also ordered each man 

to read a book on racism and 
write e report for the court In 
addition, each must pay court 
coats and $450 in fine*, perform 
80 hours of community service 
and serve two veers' probation 

About the same lime as the 
dorm attack, posters were 
defaced with racial slurs and a 

public fraternity ceremony was 

seen by some as resembling s ku 
kins klan rally More than 1,500 
students staged a march ami day 
long boycott of classes last month 
to defuse campus tensions

strikes down doctor- 
assisted suicide laws

It is the second such ruling in 
a month, though unlike the ear 
liar one. it does not claim there 
is any constitutional right to 
assisted suicide 

The 2nd US Circuit Court of 
Appeals said Tuesday it struck 
down two New York state laws 
twinning physician assisted sui- 
cide because the laws violated 
the (iinstitution by failing to trust 
individuals equally 

It noted that patients on life- 
support systems can be discon- 
nected st their request, but others 
who want to speed death by tak 
ing prescribed drugs are stopped 

It refused, however, to declare 
doctor assisted suicide a funda 
mental constitutional right, say- 
ing it is not deeply rooted in the 
nation's tradition* and history." 

A federal appeals court in San 
Francisco Iasi month ruled that 
mentally competent, terminally 
ill adults have a constitutional
