8 Continued from Page 1 them to just give up and decide to walk.”

Storage was appointed by the Transportation
Working Group to address problems and concerns
surrounding tg- proposal to move parking from
Bean to Autzen, Hayless said

Recommendations from the task force were sub-
mitted to the Transportation Work Group on Tues-
day and will be considered before the final
decisions concerning parking spaces are made,
said Jan Oliver, task force organizer and the vice
president of institutional affairs

The recommendation from the task force
includes providing transportation between Autzen
Stadium and campus, Suggestions include more
LTD service at Autzsn, u ing Saferide or OPS
to include shutties to an Autzen or a pedes-
trian or bike escort system

To provide for pedestrian safety, the task force
suggested installing emaergency call boxes, adding
socurity patrols of the area and installing a phone
at the Autzen lot so students can call for rides.

“Safety is a big issue.” Bayless said. "We don't
wan!t someone over a! Autzen at 2 a.m. waiting 30
minutes for OPS or Saferide. We also don't want

According to recommendations from the task
force, car security such as gates, patrols and possi-
bly video surveillance should be provided.

“If people are parking at Autzen there should be
some guarantioe J::n the University that there will
be adequate security for their cars,” Bayless said
“Nobody wants to just park their car in an empty
lot whaere it can be stolen.”

The task force recommended that a specific
number of student resident permits be provided
for overnight parking in the Bean lot. The permits
would be available 10 Rosident Assistants and
mturning students. These permits would cost the
same amount as faculty/staff permits

But there are concerns about who should get to
park in Bean and how to encourage students to
park at Autzen, he said

“Students who use their cars regularly and live
in the dorms should be able to park [in the Bean
lot],” Bayless said. “Students who live on 15th
Avenue aren’t expected to park on 20th and stu-
dents in the dorms should be able to park close to
where they live, 100.”
