In 
1990, two students resurrected 
the idea and participation has 
grown every year since. 

“One of the things I like about 
University Day is hearing stu- 
dents walk through campus later 
and say, ‘I planted that’ or ‘I 
painted that,”’ said University 
Day director Eric Hudzikiewicz. 
“It’s just a big campus get-togeth- 
er.” 

Students were able to partici- 
pate by signing up at registration 
tables in front of Chapman and 
Condon halls. By 11:30 a.m., ap- 
proximately 250 students had 
volunteered their services. All
