Oregon hosts the NCAA tournament for the second time 
in its history, starting with UAB on Friday. 
Pac-10 Player of the Year: Shaquala Williams earned 
the honor after being named last season’s Pac-10 fresh- 
man of the year. She averaged 17.7 points per game. 
Wolvert scores All-Conference: Consistency and hard 
work earned forward Angelina Wolvert the first All-Con- 
ference honors of her career. Wolvert was the Ducks’ 
most steady scorer, hitting 58.5 percent from the floor.
