How to register 
Who may register to vote? 

Anyone who is: 
A resident of Oregon; 
A United States citizen; and 
18 years of age or older. 

You may register to vote before your 
18th birthday or before you are sworn 
in as a US citizen. In order to register 
under these conditions, you must turn 
18 or be sworn in as a US citizen dur- 
ing the 20-day period immediately be- 
fore the election. Please call your 
county elections office for details if 
you believe you qualify for this regis- 
tration process. 
When may I register? 
You may register at any time. Howev- 
er, your voter registration card must 
be postmarked no later than the 21st 
day before the election at which you 
intend to vote. 

What information is required? 
You are required to furnish your full 
name, residence address, date of 
birth, and signature. 
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
