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other officers will log some over-
time hours patrolling the area with
the security Conde hires each year.

“It's not free to the taxpayers,
that’s for sure,” he said.

Burright said people in violation
of drug or any other offenses will be
escorted offthe property and arrest-
ed. Although most people were
“relatively friendly” last year, Bur-
right said his officers made a num-
ber of miner arrests, although he did
not know the exact total.

But Rasmussen said even with
the extra attention on Conde’s past,
the festival’s main purpose s still to
create a festive and informational
environment.

“It’s a cool chance for people to
learn about stuff they don't neces-
sarily come across,” he said.
