Last summer, Ginsburg stayed in Eu- 
gene to work, and he plans on moving into 
a new apartment after he graduates at the 
end of this term. 

Last time he moved, Ginsburg said he 
went, to Uhaul for boxes and a moving 
truck; he said he would go there again for 
supplies and transportation if need be. 

“I have a couple friends with trucks,” he 
said. “So we’ll see.”
