What Is a Falr Rate?

We do not know what constitutes a
basls for rate making and have nover
heard of anyone who did claim to
know much about it, but If the pros-
perity of the farm I8 a factor to be
congldered and the ralirond commls-
slon concludes that an increase In
rates Is necessary, we would prefer
that It come to us through articles of
consumption on their journey from
the factory to the farm, We would,
for example, prefer that the rate on
nogs remaln as at present and the
rate on meal bear the increase, for
any farmer ¢an then avold the burden
by ralsing his own meat, and a farm-
ar who will not try to ralse his own
meat ought to be penalized We
think the rate on cosl and brick can
much better bear an Increase than
the rate on cotton and flour. We
would prefer that the rate on plows
remain the same, and machinery,
planos and such articles as the pours
or farmer cannot hope to possess bear
the burden of Increase.
