Mix one heairinv
teavnoonful of bakinir nowder with one
teaspoonful of water in a tin cup ; boil

thoroughly lor a lew moments; stir to
prevent burning, and if ammonia is pres
ent, you can smell it in the rising steam ;

or place can of the suspected powder
top down on a hot stove for a minute or
two, then take off the cover and smell.

To IMtfct Alum. Alum powder can tie
tested bv nutting a couple of tew-noo-

(uls of the powder in a glsas of cold wa-
ter. If no effervescence that is, bub-
bling or simmering takes place, con
demn the goods and return them at
onoe.
