Consequently Prus-
sia is the cock of the walk in Ger-
many, and behind her come tagging
along with a more or less degree of
dignity some twenty-five states, of
which three are kingdoms, ranging
in importance from Bavaria, which
has the population of Belgium or
Holland and the area of both, whose
capital, Munich, is one of the finest
cities in Europe, down to the princi-
pality of Bchaumburg-Lippe, which
an active Kentuckian could comse
very near jumping across.—Louis
ville Courier-Journal.

The Grave of Penn's Surveyor.

In the center of thisacreand a half
devoted by the Holme family to the
burial of their dead stands a little
white marble monument, erected by
private subscription in 1863. The in-
scription on this monument reads:
“In memory of Thomas Holme, died
1605, aged seventy-one years. BSur-
veyor general of William Penn. Hba
drafted the plan and laid out the
city of Philadelphia."—Philadelphia
