Up to this period he had not se-
cared wide recognition outside of
parliament. The leading Libersl
pewspaper of England, The Daily
News, was not a paying property.
Labouchere was a large stockholder
init. Fora time he devoted his en-
ergies to daily journalism, and the
breaking out of the Franco-German
war gave him his great opportunity.
It was through his influence that
Archibald Forbes was at oncesent as
war correspondent. Labby himeelf
chose a different field of action. Fore-
peeing the siege of Paris, he volun-
tarily went over to Parisand took up
his pen fo give the outside world his
famous “Diary of a Besieged Resi-
dent.” These letters, as publisked in
The Daily News, securely established
Labouchere'’s reputation as a clever
journalist. They were subsequéntly
gathered into a volume, but it has
been long out of print.—Cor. New

Nur
sery maids sit with indifference
while their children litter the walks
with paper bags or torn book leaves
or orange skins, Persons of all sorts
of conditions, sizes and sexes carry
their lunch there, and leave their
temporary surroundings more like o
pigsty than part of the fairest and

Children are brought to play in the
Central park in organized swarms led
by women specially charged with
their conduct, and perhaps also at
other times with their education, yet
under their theoretical supervision
the clean, fresh lawns are pormitted
to assume an aspect of disorder and
untidiness such as would be tolerated
in no decent nursery. The quality of
our pavementsis rapidly rising to the
standard i ble for a really
beautiful and finely finished city, but
all in vain if they are to be continu-
ally strewn with paper,
