Pickpockets, like poeta, are borm, not
mnde,  'Thelr nerves must bo fron, and yet

The Woodpecker's Store House,

While walking through the Museum af
| Natural History nt Oentral park recently
| I saw in one of tho glass cases part of n
cedar telegraph pole thickly perforated
with holes. On Inguiry | learned that
these holes had been dug In the pole by the
California woodpecker, for the purpose of
wtoring ncorns for its winter food. Some
of the acorns may still be seen in the pole,
althongh most of them had been extracted
before it was eut down,

It has long been known that these busy
| workers store acorns in the bark of stand:
| Ing trees, but the ube of n telegraph pole
| for this purpose is an eatirely new seleo
tion, and while perbaps the feathered gen
try find it n very convenient storebouse,
their method of taking possession is de
cldedly damnging to the telegraph pole.
There is a cousin of this same bird in
Mexico who hns discovered that the stalk
of the nloe makesa much better storchouse
than trees or telegraph poles, besides sav-
ing him & great deal of labor. The alos
after flowering dies, but the hollow stalk
remainy standing. The flinty texture of
the stalk fs eosily pierced through to the
central cavity by the woodpecker, who then
thrusts in sn scorn, then another and an-
othier, nntil the hollow space is tilled tothe
level of the hole
He then makes n second opening bigher
up and thrusts in more acorns nntil the
level of that hole is rend. 8o he proceeds
all the wnyup the stalk until It Is com
pletely fllled with scorns. Often aloes
thirty miles distant from the nearest osk
tree have béen found stored In this way,
Involving a journey for the binds of sixty
miles for each acorn sto|
All this good work Is turned touse in
times of famine, when not only the wood
peckers but other birds and even animals
live on this preserved fooud.—St. Nicholas

The tonghest leather
can be made soft in this way, and good
lesther will, after this treatment, feel like
kid. The shoe will wear three times s
long and be much more comfortable.—New
York Commercinl Advertiser.
