WASHINGTON LETTER.

(From our regular correspondent.)
Washington, February 4, 1503,
The president is by no means alone
in the belief that the existence of a
combination of bankers and others, in-
ternational in its membership, formed
for the express purpose of compelling
# new issue of bonds, presents a prob-
lem of grave impertance, not only to
the present administration, but to all
future admioistrations, If this com-
bination can by creating sn artificial
demand for gold compel an issue of
bonds to the extent of $50,000000,
what is to preveut the same tactics re-
sulting in an jssue of as many billions?
The president believes that if the mem-
bers of this eombination are once con-
vinced that no bonds will be issued
the unusual and uncalled for demand
for gold will cease as suddenly as it
began, and for that reason he is un-
alterubly opposed to issuing bonds,
Bome disgraceful scenes occurred in
the cloak rooms and corridors of the
house during the all-pight session of
the house this week caused by filli-
buostering on the part of the Bouthern
members ngainst the pussage of the
bill compelling railroads to adopt an
antomatio car coupler, which has al-
ready been once passed by the house
and is pow back there with senate
amendments. Whiskey made monkeys
of some of the members. A vote on
the bill waa staved off until next week.
Becrelary John W. Foster officially
yetired from the cabinet yesterday,
and tomorrow he will sail for Europe
to take charge of the cuse of the
United Blates before the Bebring Sea
arbitration tribunal.

He is well known in
Washington, where heé was for some
years cashier of u natiooal pank, but
his mannoer of leaving here was vot
calculuted to cuuse those who knew
Lim to expect senatorial or any other
kind of bonors for him, He was a de-
faulter to the hank to a very large
amount, and if his wife's rich father
had vot made the mouney good—some-
where between $50,000 and §75,000 it
was said at the time—Mr. Roach
miight be serving a term in prison in-
stead of the senate. Mr. Roach may
have lived beyond reproach since he
left Waushington, but as a matter of
rigot and justice republicans have a
right to know what is here told, with-
out malice, of the man elected senator
by republican votes. A republican
sennlor, speaking of the matter, said:
“There are some defaulters in that
legislature, two.”

There is an element in the house
which threatens to take the responsi-
bility for the calling of an extra sca-
sionout of Mr. Cleveland’shande. Itia
made up of populists and free coinage
democrats, under the lead of Jerry
Simpson and Tom Watson, who think

The anti-option bill was given a
black eye by the Appropriation com-
mittee in the House this week. Mr.
Hatch, who is in charge of it, sayas it is,
however, still in the ring.

The Situation in Kansas

Torsxa, Kan, Feb, 27.—Kansas
tomorrow will have only onc house of
representatives. The populists were in
caucus all todsy considering what
notion to take, in view of the decision
of the supreme court that the republi-
can house was the legally organized
one. After much discussion it was
formally decided tonight that the pop-
ulist members should join the republi-
can houss tomorrow. They will de-
mand, however, that the house pass an
appropriation for the payment of sal-
aries and the per diem of the officersand
members of the populist house todate,
The populists decided also that no bills
should be passed excepting those nec-
essary Lo keep in motion the machi-
nery of the state, and that an adjourn-
ment should be reached as speedily as
possible.

AN INQUIRY ORDERED,

The senate today empowered the
elections committee to inquire into
the election of Chief Justice Horton, of
the supreme court. The populists say
they believe Horton was illegally de-
clared elected in 1890 over the populist
candidate, Rightmeier. Their action
seems dictated by revenge for the de-
cision of the supreme court declaring
the populist house illegally organized,

PENNOYER'S VETOKES.

The Govermor Gives His Reasons
for Disapproving Bills,

The governor luet weck filed six
vetocs wilh the secretary of state, Ben-
ate bill 65, Baneroft's school distnet
bouding act, is vetoed, us being simi-
Lar in its provisions to house bill 154,
ulready filed. House bill 180, » dupli-
cate of senate bill 86, reluting lo game,
fshy and water fowl, is vetoed for the
sume reason. Then there are veloos
of the Durham ballot bill,” Paxton's
amendment Lo the lien foreclosure law,
Gowan’s artesian well not and snother
house, fish and game bill, The vetoes

read :

“1 retorn herewith bouse bill No, 103
with my veto, Section 414 of the code pro-
vides thut liens upon real property, other
than a judgment or decree, whether crented
by mortksge or vtherwise, shsll be fore-
closed , andl the property adjudged to be
wold tu satisly the debt secured thereby, by
suit, 1t has been held by the supreme
court that this method of foreclosure is ex-
clusiye and imperative, and an attempt to
prescribe a differeut method in the mort-
gege or writing creating a Hen upon real
property must be disrezarded. The bill
berewith returned prescribes sn entirely
new and different rule, and permits the
parties to & mortgnge, deed or trust, or
other fastrument of writing to secure the
payment of money, to agree therein apon
any terms ol sule they may desire, Such
contract, when made, becomes a part of
the security and shall pass by assignment
of the mortgagee, o trustee, or lils admia-
istrators or executors, investing such as-
slgnee with the same powers and rights se
the original parties had. The uct does not
provide for a public sule of the deblor's
property. No notice by publication or
otherwise is required to be given upon
breach of covenant ur condition, and if not
otherwise specified in the mortgage or deed
of trust, the sale may be made privately
and without the interveation of the court,
1t this bill becomens a Iaw it permits the
lender to {mpose such terms as bhe may see
fit, as a condition precedent to landing hix
money, and would enable him to sell the
property of his debtor summarily, and de-
prive him of his home without other notice
than that contuined in the deed of trust or
mortgage, Under the law as it now stands
every mun has his day in court, but the
bill returned herewith deprives him of that
righ, if his pressing needs should ever in-
duce bim to execute such an instrument as
is permitted to be framed thereunder,”

“1 herewith return house bill No, 110
with my dissent. The purpose of the bill
in similar to that of senate bill No. 108, ai-
ready filed. Both provide for the protec-
tion of game and fish. But while the sen-
ate bill provides fur the selection of a game
and fish protector by the legislative assem-
bly, the house bill provides for this selec-
tion by & commissicn thus eclected. The
legislature, by the provisions of the house
bill, would thus be delegating to a com.nis-
sion the right to select un officer to enforce
state laws,  right which it s donbtful if it
itsell possesses, but which, if possessed, it
hss no suthority to delegate to others.
This is a most unwarranted departure from
the true spirit of the constitution, which
eompels the governor to make oath that ‘he
shall take care that the laws be [aithfully
executed,’ and which, therefore, confers
upon him, instead of upon the legisinture,
or upon & commission not recognised by
the coustitution, the sppeintment of ail
officers for the enforcement of state laws.
1 veto the bill."

“House bill No. 175, amendatory of the
election law, is herewith returned with my
disapproval. The present eléction law has
only been in operation for the past two
years, It has secured that which every
citizen should desire, the secrecy apd
sanctity of the ballot. The citizens of Ore-
gon have become familinr with ita provis-
fons, and objections plausible atthe time of
its enactment are pointiess now, after suc-
cessful trial. Although doubtiessly not in-
tended, the effects of the change proposed
by this bill would be to destroy in & meas
ure the secrecy of the ballot and to aflord
an opportunity for vote-buying. This re-
wult, it is most certain, would be desired
neither by the legislature nor by the people.
I, therefore, veto the bill.”

¢ House bill No. 206 {s herewith returned
with my disapproval. It provides for an

appropristion of money raised by a general | ,

tax ‘for the sinking of artesian wells in the
severul counties of the state of Oregon con-
taining arid lands.' Buch an expenditure
of money is neither for governmental pur-
poses nor for the general benefit. It would
be an appropristion from the gewersl fund
for a local purpose, and would, therefore.
be unjust, if not unconstitutionsl. Besides,
under the terms of the bill, it would be in
conflict with section 8. article 9, of the con-
stitution. I veto the bill."
