I now lranspires that the comman-
der of the British ironelad Victoris,
vecently lost in the collision with the
Camperdown, was personally o blame
for the socident to that vessel. The
circumstances of the accident are sub
stantially as follows : The five big iron-
clads, Vioctorin, Camperdown, Eden-
burg, Nile, and Sanspariel were drawn
up abreast of each other at a distance
of two or three cable lengths apart.
The vessels were heading digectly for
land and at the time of the collision
were about five miles from shore. The
squadron was about to enter the har-
bor of Tripate and in order to do so it
was necesaary W form a line of two
ships abreust. An order of this effect
Wwas given by Admiral Tyron and the
other vessels cbeyed the order. The
Yictoria, instgad of toroing into line
with the other vessels,kept strait ahead
and Lhe inevitable result was a collision,
The Camperduwn’s terrible ram struck
the Vietoria forward of the ar-
mored bulkhead where the srmor is
thin and Lore a great hole in the ves-
el'ps side. Withoat delny the injured
wveasel started to run for shore, the
olher ships following. She had gone
but two miles when she suddenly
coreened heavily to starboard and with
s great roll and plunge went quickly
o the bottom bow foremost with rap-
#dly revolviog screws flying high in air.
If the engines had been stopped a
great many lives would have been
saved which were otherwise lost. All
thoee on deck when the vessel gave
her final plunge were thrown into the
sea and drown down with the ship.
The suction drew them upon the
blades of the propellers where they
were quickly cut to pieces by the
knifedike flanges of the screws. Im-
mldinle.ly after the collision the order
was given to close the water compart-
ments, and about 120 marines went
below to execute the order. Nihety-
pige of these went down and were
Jost. The Victoria carried a Monster
cannon weighing 110 tons gn her
forward deck, and when the compart
ment underveath it filled with water
the ship went quickly to the bottom.
