futo the cream. It appears that the
freezer and the paddle are generally
made of dissimilar metals, and the
cream, especially if mized with fruits or
other acids or even saline substunces,
forms an electrotyte, which naturally
completes the necessary conditious for
galvanic action.

With- galvanie action thore is, of
course, chemicsl action, resnlting in
the formation of salts of zine and cop
per, which becorne mixed with the
cream, Dr, Hull hus probably discoy

ered the eanse of many mysterions cases
of poisoning which bave followed the
