The act, which
relates to railroad crossings, isas follows:
“No electrie, cable or horse milroad
shall hereafter be constructed ncross the
tracks of a steam railroad at grade; nor
shall any steam ruilroad cross any sach
electric, cable or horse railroad at grade,
excopt upon application and approval by
the railrond commissioners.™

The preceding was approved, semicolon
and all, June 11, 1889, and became a law.
The resnlt is thut while steam roads can
cross surface lines at will with the per-
mission of the railroad commissioners
street and elootric roads are barred from
crossing steam ropds with or withont
permission.—Hartford Courant.

Then the shells are
broken and the nutmegs are ploked ont
and nssorted, the inferior ones being re-
served for the oil press. As the essentinl
oil of vutmeg brings a high price, dishon-
est growers often steep the nutmegs in hot
water to extract the oll from them,

They nre then conted with lime and sent
into the chanoels of commerce. Sach nut-
megs are worthless; thelr aroma and pnn-
gency have disappeared, these gualitles bhe-
ing dus exclosively to the oll. If on
loserting a pin no ol rushes to the sarface,
the nutmeg I8 meroly n woodenr nutmeg.—
