NATIONAL CAPITAL.

There is much hostility in the Senata
to the bill to increass the cirenlation of
the national banks to the value of
the bonds deposited. It is not thoughe
it will ever reach & vote.

Representative Geary, suthor of the
Chinese exciusion act, called on Becre-
tary Gresham the other day, and u
him to enfores the law with the small
amount of money on hand for that pur-
pose.
