Rev, Binghwam's Transiation 1o the Xan

gosge of tha Gilibert Dnlandors.
The first Bible in the of
the Gilbert islanders was prin re-
cently in the pressrooms of the

American Bible society in the Bible
House in New Yorkcity, The publi-
cation marks tho end of 34 yeary of
labor on the part of the Rev, Hiram
Bingham, who has been & mission-
ary on the islands,

Saverul fricnds of the missionary
guthered in the composing room and
ustened to Mr. Bingham as he told
of the work of his lifetime, His fa-
ther, Hiram Bingham, was a mis
sionary before him, Mr. Bingham
himself having been born in Honolu-
lu 62 years sigo. He was geaduated
from Yale college in 1853, and in 1856
began his labors on the Gilbert is-
land group, which is 2,500 miles to
the southwest of the Sandwioh Is
iands, being on the line of the equa-
tor. Three years afterward he un-
dertook to reduce to writing the
hitherto unwritten language of the
natives and began the work of
translating the New Testament. Il
liealth forced him to suspend his la-
bor, and it was not wntil April 11,
1873, that he finished the New Testa-
ment,

On April 11, 1890, three years ago,
he found himself at the last verse of
the Ol Testament, He then came
to America and on May 182, 1802, put
ihe manuscript into the hands of Dr,
Gilman, the secretary of the Bible
goviety, to be printad. On June 11
he received the first proof, and in
in this city, with his wife, he began
the proofreading 10 months ago. To
read the proof of the last verse of
the last chapter of Revelation and
thus to end his task was the purpose
of the ceremony.

Mr, Bingham stood in the center
of his circle of friends among the
fonts of type in the most notable
composing room in the world, where
the Seriptures ave set in 242 different
languages. The concluding verse was
put in type, a proof was taken, a
slight correction made, and Mr. Bing-
ham read: the verse aloud in the Gil-
bert island tongue, Superintendent
Thompson then led the way to the
pressroom, amd another foreign Bi-
ble was added to the list printed by
the American Bible society. In the
afterncon  several volumes were
bound and presented as souvenirs of
the occasion. The book contains 937
