Can mutton be more cheaply produced
than beef? As bearing upon this subject
Stewart calls attention to the fact that
the sheep is a source of double incom-e-
meat aud wool. He refers, too, to the
experiments of Sir J, B. Lawee in refer'
eueu to the percentage of food utilised or
stored up by different animals, and those
experiments presented the sheep in a
very favorable light Of the dry food
consumed be found that sheep stored up
Increased weight 13 per cent; while cat
tle only laid np in Increased weight 9 per
cent that is, eight and one-ha- lf pounds
of dry food increased the live weight of
cattle.

So that, relying upon these expert
ments, sheep must be considered as ex
cellent utilizers of food, aa producing as
many pounds of mutton, besides the
wool, from a given quantity of food, as
can be produced of beef; and aa the
beat mutton brings aa high price as the
beef, it would appear on this basis the
sheep would give the fleece as extra
protit over cattle. If this is not too fa
vorable a view, the sheep on suitable
lands must be considered among the
most profitable of farm stock. It is true
tbe dairy cow brings her profitable flow
of milk to offset that of wool; but the
dairy cow does not lay on flesh while
producing milk, as does the sheep while
producing wool, A fleece of five pounds
of wool grown in a year requires only
a daily growth of one-fif-th of an ounce,
which can take but small portion of
food to produce. The mineral matter
tn!:en from the soil by the fleece is ouly
1.6 ounces per year, and if six half mut-
ton sheep repreuout a cow, the whole
mineral constituents taken by the six
fleeces would ouly be 0.8 ounces, and
abiiut 1.0 pounds of nitrogen, while tbe
ordinary ew. yielding 4,000 pounds of
milk, would take twenty-si- x pounds of
fiiuerol mutter or ash and twenty-fiv- e

of nitrogen, or forty-thre-e times aa much
mineral matter and thirteen times as
much nitrogen as the fleeces of the sheep.

The Saltan's Table Etiquette.
The sultan never uses a plate. He takes

all his food direct from the little kettles,
and never uses a table and rarely a knife
or fork a spoon, his bread, a pancake
or fingers are found far handier. It re-

quires just twice as many slaves as there
are courses to serve a dinner to him.

Tho whole household is at liberty to
take meals where it suits bim or her best,
and thus every one is served with a small
tray, with a spoon, a great chunk of
bread, and tho higher ones only get the
pancakes.

Nearly one ton of rice per day ia re-

quired for the inevitable pillafle, 000

pounds of sugar, as much coffee, to say
nothing of the other groceries, fruit,
vegetables and meat Rice and mutton
and kread form tho greater part of tbe
food for the majority of Turks, together
with fish, sweetmeats, confectionery,
nuts and dried and fresh irnits.
