its operations will have.

Claveland does not commit himsell
on the Hawaiian affair, prelering to
wait for advices as to the result of
Mipiater Willis® visit to the [slanids,
and make that gentleman parsonally
responsible for auy mistakes the ud
ministration has made in dealing with
that question. Mr, Cleveland bas
treated this matter all through us a
private trangaction, systematically ig
noring public opinion. and, as usual,
has made a serions bangle of the whole
business, and too late diseovering that
he has dope so, he is now trying
shirk the responsibility and retire in
the best urder possible.

SHINGLE INDUSTRY.

As will be seen by an article in an-
other column the shingle men of
Washington have met and perfected
mn orgsnization whose ubject is to re-
wtore the shingle trafic to the position
it oecupied before the association went
to pieces and by uniting the manufac-
turars 50 that concerted action can be
taken to bring order out of chaos and
make it possible for the manunfacturer
%o operate his machinery and get a
profitontof his investment. The plan
udapted by the association is a good
one and if its provisions are properly
obssrved will undoubtedly have the ef-
fect of reestablishing the prosperity
which the shingle business formerly
enjoyed, and securing to the mill man
-sontething like a reasonable price for
hie product. The desired effect may
not be immedinte but it will be certain
far the demoralization of prices is sim
yly the resolt of disorganization anl
not, as has been supposed, the result
of over-production and the failure of
demand,

The mill men of Oregon should
heartly endorse the action of shingle
mén in our neighbor state angd lose no
time in following their example, there-
by securing to themselves the benefits
which can only be attained through
wrganization and concerted action.
Mr. Duniway will shortly eall upon
the shingle men of this etate with
tho same proposition he successfully
avade in Beattle, and for the good of
the shingle industry and the country
sl large it is hoped he will meet with
the hearty cooperation of our mill
men and receive every encourpge-
ment ut Lheir hands.
