The Throwing Pawer of n Wave.

To appreciate wave force and what may
be termed the throwing power of a wave,
Jet it be understood that in the winter of
1900, at Bishop's Rock lighthotse, the bell
was torn from ite fustenings, although it
nated 100 feet above high water mark, At
Unst, in Shetland islands, a door was burst
in at a height of 16 feet above the level of
the sen, The most wonderful effects of
wave force 1 dil were wit jat Wick
Harbor hreakwater. Blocks weighing from
Bto 10 tons were built in above the line of
high water, first with hydranlie lime, then
with Roman and last with Portland ee-
ment. This great work was considered by
the most learned engineers in England to
be capable of withstanding the assaults of
the ocean for ages, but in October, 1504,
over 300 feet of this glant barrier was swept
awsy,

In 1572 a monolithie bloek, 1,350 tons,
was lifted bodily anid carried to leeward of
the breakwater, and in 1573 another and
beavier conerete m weighing 2,600 tans,
whieh had rplnced formoer, was swept
away intact ainl carried to & point equally
distant.—San Franeiseo Argopant.
