Japan Formally Proclaims
War Against China.

NOTICEGIVEN TO OTHER NATIOKS

¥assels of Other Powers Will Henesforth
Carry Contraband Articles of War at
Theair Own Peril-Mialster and Con-
suls Boealled.

Losnox, August 8.—A dispatch jost
received says Japan made a formal decls-
ration of war upon China to-day. Lord
Kimberly, upon receipt of notice from
the Japaness Minister that war had
been declared, wired all the British rep-
resentatives abroad to warn the captaing
ol merchant vessels of the fact in order
that they might form their eargoes ac-
cordingly. Any contraband ware com-
prised in the cargoes will be handled nt
the risk of the owners ol the vessels.

may bring several Jupanese war ves-
eels and 8 bombardment. The steam
Iaunches of the Chinese customs service
are soouting along the coast to ascertain
whether of not the Japanese are ap-
proaching. Their officers report that
several Japanese cruisers have been seen
in the Gull of Pechili. The ability of
the Taku forts to withetand s bombard-
ment is doubled, The forts were not
built to resist the fire of modern
guns, Bix Chinese transports, packed
with troops, sailed on Monday from
Chee Foo, They were conveyed by three
warships,

THE BATTLE AT TASHAN,

Bnaxauar, August 3.—The Chinese
are strongly entrenched at Yashan, and
the Japaneee are unable to dislodge them,
having been repeatedly repulsed with
heavy loeses. The Chinese losses have
been small. Flteen hundred Japanese
are said to have been killed. The North
China News confirme the report ol the
fighting at Yashan. It says that the
upsnese brought up for the atiack
every available man, almost denuding
Beonl of troops.
