Telling s Cow's Age.

To find the age, thefefore, count
the rings and add two, In the case of n
bull, bowever, the first ring does not ap-
pear until be is & years old, and one ansual
ring appears after that, so to the number
of rings on & bull's horns five must be
mdded. The result attained is, bhowever,
only approximately correct, for pot only s
the time of appearance of the first ring un-
certain, but cceasionally two rings sprear
in one year, and then sgsin sometimes o
year Is omitted, no ring belng formed. A
dishonest dealer can also chisnge the appar
ent age of the animal by Aling off some of
the rings from her horns, so that complete
reliance on this sign is sometimes very de
ceptive,—8St.

Every
family tries tosend the boys to school until
they are nt least 15 years old. Theo comes
the military service, nnd a man begins busi-
ness when be is about 21, If his family
nre in moderate circumstances, it is proba
ble that the son accepts a government posi-
tion with a salary of 0 a month. At 30
years of nge, if he is industrious, be may
make HO0 a mouth. How is it possible to
support a family on so small a sum! The
ouly solution is to marry a girl with about
the same income. It is nol necessary for
her to have a large enpital if she hax any
means of supporting berself. This nlso ap
plies to cultivated ple.

A marringe in France is not the easy
thing it is in Ameriea. The conseat of the
parents of both parties must be furnished,
or if that is not possible and they are of age,
then the refusal must be obtained, togetLer
with their birth certifieates and the mar-
riage certificates of the parents. If the Iat-
ter are dead, thelr death certificates must
be procured before the bans are published.
A religious marriage Is not recognized by
law, and it is usual for the civil marringe
to tuke place ut the mayor's office in the
early morming and the religions marriage
in the church at noon, though often the
civil ceremony is read the day before the
religious ceremony takes place.

As France is a Catholic eountry the
doublie marriage is customary. groom
wears a dress suit; the bride, a high neck
white gown. The bridesmaids and bridal
party are all in high necked dresses, as it is
