ANCIENT LIGHTHOUSES.

Beacon Light to Ouldo Mariner Coeval
With tho Earlleat Comnwroa.

Beacon lights to guido tho wave
toreed mariner to a safe harbor must
havo been almost coeval with the earli
est commerce. There is positivo record
that lighthouses wore built in anciont
times, though fow evidences now re-

main to us from old writers or iu crum
bled ruins. This is not strange, for light
towers, never the most stable architec
tural form, were exposed to tho storms
of ica and war.

The Greeks attributed the first light
houses to Hercules, and he was consid
ered tho protector of voyagers. It is
claimed by some that Homer refers to
lighthouses in tho nineteenth book of
the "Iliad."

Virgil mentions a light on a temple
to Apollo which, visible far ont at sea,
warned end guided mariners. Tho Co
lossus at Rhodes, erected about 800 li.
CL, is saitt to have shown a signal light
from its uplifted band.

Tho oldest towers known were built
by tho Libyans iu lower Egypt They
wero temples also, and tho lightkeepcr
priests taught pilotage, hydrography
and navigation. Tho famous tower on
tho islo of Pharos, at Alexandria, built
about 2SS B. O., is tho first lighthouse
of undoubted record. This tower, con
structed by Sostratns, tbe architect, was
equaro in plan, of great height and built
in offsets. An open brazier at tbe top
of the tower contained the foe for the
light At Dover and Boulogne, on ei
ther sido of tho English channel, wore
ancient lighthouses built by the Romans.
Bnt the lighthouse at Cornnna, Spain,
bnilt in the reign of Trojan and recon
structed in 1C34, is believed to be the
oldest existing lighthouse. & P.
Adams in Cassier's Magazine. '
