A MURDERER CAUGHT.

George Upton Arreeted In Astoria
Last Saturday.

QGeorge Upton was arrested by Chief
of Police Laughery in Astoris last
Suturdsy afternoon for the murder of
Willism De Juurnetie, which ocourred
near Olutakanie about eight years ago.
Upton had his trank checked wnd
was rendy to loave for Portland on the
evening boat, when be wis arrested in
s ssloon. Bince the murder Upton
has twice been arrested, but each time
escaped, The first time he succoeded
in convinging the officer that it wus
his twin brother thut was wanted in-
stead of himrell, The second 1ime he
took udvaninge of ‘the officer in ap uo-
gusrded moment snd koucked him
senselens and made good his escape,
He wus seen in Asloria tWo yeirs ago,
but when the officers searched for lnm
he could not be found. It is thought
that since that time he has been
Culifornis, - The erime upon which
the grand jury based its indictment
war commitied about as fullows:

About 8 v'clock on the evening of
Friday, August 12, 1887, George Up-
ton entered the dwelling of William
(. Btatler, on the Clatskanie, und an.
nounced thst he intended to kill the
antire housebold and then kill bim-
self, Then he begun shooting. Two
shots were simed with good effect at
De Journette, the last one striking
him near the temple and producing
death almost instantly. He then
turned on Btatler, tiring in gnick sue-
cession, two abiots takiog effect, one in
the shoulder and the other tearing off
# piece of the lower jaw. This emptied
the revolver, and Uplon, who had
brought a snpply of ammunition, then
refilled his wespon with the intention
of killing Mre. De Jourpette, but when
lie pulled the trigger, the hammer did
not work, the spring evidently having
been bruken with the lust shot. He
beat the woman over the liead with
the revolver, threw he:r on the fluor
and kicked her until she wis covered
with bruises from head to foot. Upton
then put his revolver and what am-
mupition he had into the pocket of
the dead De Journette, and under
threats of certain death forced Buatler
und the woman 1o promire they would
swear thut Statler had killed De Jour-
pette, He then walked 1o McGraw's
landing, pmenred & smull boat and
rowed Lo Oak Point to get Dr. Newell
to dress the wounds of his victims,
The doctor, however, was across the
river at the Hodgkins place sl Lhe
time and Upton was ohliged to again
cross the river. He found Dr. Newell
and returned with him to the scene of
the trouble und wesisted in dressing
the body of De Journette, By this
time it was about midnight, and
Upton then left the house and made
his excape in & small boat to Quinn’s
landing where he boarded the Tele
Ehuno the next alterncon for paris un-

uowmn.

There is considerable history con-
nected with this case. When Buatler
and hia wife first cume to this county
they lived at or nesr Cedar Landing,
and De Jooraette lived with them, he
and Statler working togetber. Alter
« while differences arose beiween Stat-
ler and his wile und the latter pro-
cured u divorce and married De Jour-
nelte, the three still living in the same
houge. They afterwards moved down
on the Beaver, where later they were
joined by Upton, wnd the four lived
together. It is said that Upton and
the woman would take an oceasionsl
trip tegether and be gone seyeral days
at & time, but when be insisted on her
living with him permanently she re
fused. This so angered Upton that
he determined to murder the whole
gang, and made the above attempt to
earry out his plans.
