Elght and n Half Feet Long.
Guests from hotels of Atlantic High-
lands went bluefishing early Tuesday
morning and returned with a shark 81
feet long.

The sloop yacht Brunhilde, Captain
W. D. Overton in command, was en-
gaged for the day. When about three
miles at sea, the fish began to bite. One
of the party felt something tugging on
the end of his line and gave a sndden
pull.  As aresult he was nearly pulled
overboard. He called for help. The
captain, crew and his companions went
to his aid aod belped haul in the line.

STUDENTS STEAL AN EDUCATION

New Form of Theft Discoversd ut the
University of Chloago,

President Harper has discovered a
new species of crime which is peculiar
to educational institutions and partic.
ularly to the university of Chicago.
This is the theft of an education. The
students this summer are nearly all
trunsients. Most of them are school
teachers who came W acquire new
atoms of knowledge and a general pol-
ishing up in pedagogical methods.
The university charges an initiation
fee of $30 a guarter for a regular
course of three majors, For each ad-
ditional major subject an additional
fee of §10 is assessed. No student is
allowed to register for more than four
and vsually not more than three.

It has been discovered, however, that
many ambitions students have been ao-
quiring knowledge on an extravagant
range of subjects by registering in only
one or two conrses and taking in a
great many more 48 visitors, Thoe re-
sult was that professors who had few
regularly registered students, have
been surprised by the spasmodic popu-
larity of their conrses. In  saveral
classes President Harper says the regis-
tration has been small but the attend-
anoce has been immense, The presi-
dent bas sent to cach instructor a no-
tice which was also posted npon the
bulletin board, to the effect that no one
would hereafter be allowed to visit
classes without & written permission
from the dean.—Chicago Times-Her-
ald.

A TUNNELING MACHINE.
Twenty Feot Per Day Is Clalmed for 1t
by the loventor,

L. Recard, of Calaveras, Cal., has
patented and is now having built at
Altaville a machine which is intended
to revolutionize present methods of
tunneling, says the Mining and Scien-
tiflic Press. He colaims that it will
“saw out a tunnel' at the mate of
twenty-three feet per day, which, if
praoticable, will materially reduce the
cost of drift work. The subject is of
interest to every miner, and
card can give practicable and satisfno-
tory showing of his machine he has as
good a thing for himself and the mining
world as has been evolved for some
time.
