When it
was all over the president that
they take s “quiet little drink"" togeth-
er, A decanter of whisky was pro-
doced. With a moral courage not Jess
conspicuons than bad been his physical
oournge in the time of war the colonel
firmly declined the invitation of the na-
tian's chief executive, saying, *‘I can-
not join you in a drink of whisky, for I
have never drmnk spirits nod never mean
to doso."" Thecolomel therefare plodged
the president's health in a glass of apol-
Lnnrie. He bud a similar experience on
the occasion of Harrison's insuguration.
At befare, the president, afier oon-
gratulaling him upon the suoccssful
mapngement of the ceremonies, suggest-
ed thet they take s drink together in
honor of the ocension. Colonel Wilson
agnin declined, and drank President
Harrison's bealth in a glass of water.

Perfect House Unearthed Near Pompell.

A valuable discovery has been made
at Pianelln-Setteimini, near Pompeii,
on the property of a certain Vineent de
Progco.

It contains several
large apartments and three bathrooms,
with the busins in scnlptured marble,
and with leaden pipes ornamonted with
bronze fancets.

Think of it, in a seotion of the
United States ns sparsely capitalized
a8 the West coast, notuully sending ita
money to & mnotorionsly cheap labor
country for an article of household eon-
samption which is rofined and produced
at home,

Of what uge are such legislative en-
actments as the Chinese exclusion act
if our people, the very ones who were
most clamorous for the prevention of
the competition of cheap labor, are go-
ing to suffer their hard carned coin to
bo sent to China for sugar refined
thare?

The idea that the price of sogar is
kept at its present low flgures on the
