ACTION TAKEN BY CONGRESS

President’s Message Endorsed
by Both Houses,

The House Pased a BiIll Appro-
priating Money for Special
Commlssion,

Wasnminaron, Deo. 18.—~Mr, Hitt re-
ported in the houss this morning us
8000 w8 it huad bovn called to order,
and nsked unanimouns consent, for the
consideration of  bill to empower the
president to nppoint & commission to
consdder the Venezuela boundary
question, and an sppropristion of
‘100,000 for the expense thereof. The
text of the bill is ns follows :

“Bo Jt enscted by the senate and
house of representatives of the United
Bintes of Amerion, In congress Suasem-
bled, that the sum of $100 or po
much thereof as may bo necessary, be
nod the same is hereby spproprinted
for the expenses ol & commission Lo
be appointed by the president w in-
vestigate aod report upon the true
divisional line between tﬁo republie of
Venssuels snd British Guisna,”

A scene of eonsiderable exeitement
followed the request for wnanimous
consent lo oonsider the bill, which had
been loudly spplauded when read by
the elerk,

Boutells stated that he disliked to
object to the ideration of such a
bill, “but,” sald he, “it seems that this
subject in one of such serious import-
ange that the house of representatives
should proceed in a decorous manner
to consider it. The president's mes-
sage was read but yesterday, and it
seoms to me the gentlemen may nob
be ready to pass upon a bill of this
ime«-runco without deliberation,”

Crioa of “Ready, ready,” (rom the
republican side interrupted Boutells,
but he proceeded, urging that the
matler wan one which affected the
relations of the two great English
spoaking nations of the world,”

Bpeuker—Docs the gentleman object?

Buntells suid he had merely sug-
geated the hope that the bill would go
ta the commitles,

Hitt wnnonuneed that he had only
desired to say & word concerning the
bill and its purpose, He would do s,
he sald, “withoat mentioning this side
or that side,” for he hoped there would
not be lwo sides when it came to s
question like this. There” was a re-
quest made by the president for help
from the house to enable bim to exer-
cise his executive functions, “The
thing for us to remember us patriots;"”
said Hitt, “is that the success of our
conntry depends upon our maintain.
ing & united frout, and that our gov-
ernment should speak for all the peo-
plo of the United Btates” The sug-
geation of the president was fur judi-
cinl investigation. He wus sure it was
made in the proper spirit, and the oc-
casion required that the country
should act us one man. We have hud
a long time to consider the Munroe
doctrine; we may not sgree with all
the detuils ontlined by the president
and Becretary Olney, but any discus-
sion here will prove a help o thoee
across the eea. I hope the bill will
pree,”

Hitt moved (he previous question,
but Crisp secured permission to say a
word, He began:

“f apenk for ull this side of the house,
where there is no division as to the
propriety of passing the bill. This
house respectfully invited Great Brit-
ain Lo arbitrate the boundary question
botwesn Venezuels und British Guoiana
and she bae declined, Now what are
we to do? I the American people
have a fixed opinion on sny question
itin that no European country ocau
soquire lerrilory on the American
continent by foree”

Hiut entreated Crisp, in view of the
magnitude of the iuterests involved
not to precipitate a hasty discussion,

Crisp replied thut the republicans
had introduced the bill he attempted
to bring in yesterday, and continned,
snying that il the boundary could not
be sscertained by arbitration with the
participation of Great Brituin, the
United States shounld ascertain it at
once, “und when wa have ascertained
where it is,” he conoluded, “wo ghould
have the cournge and manhood to
waintain it
McCreary and Boutelle wers shout
ing for recoguition, but Hitl refused o
yield the fluor, aud the previvus ques
tion was carried with u shout of "ayes’
and 1o opposiog vuice,

IN THE S8ENATE.

The committee on foreign relations
today decided to sit durivg holiday re-
cess for the consideration of the Ven-
ezuela question in its entivety. It is
the intention to take it up in all its
rhases, aud to that end they will have
Lt-fnre them all the reporta and docu
ments boaring upon the subjects. The
result of this iuguiry mm all prob-
ability, will be & resolution defining
the pusition of the United Btates on
the Venesuelan dispute, coupled with
the declaration of the Monroa doetrine.

The republicans will continue their
efforta to have the committee filled
before the adjournment for the holi-
days in order to give the proosedings
full weight. There is no doubl ex
pressed in any quarter that congress
will grant the request of the president
to be allowed to appoint a commission
o consider the question, but the feel
{ng in congress appears Lo be that con-
gress should eonduct an fnquiry of its
own.

It would not ba neceseary, it is said,
al the senate, for the committes to
leave the United Btates for all mapa,
surveys, treaty and other documents
ate said tu be available in Washing-
tom. 1t s presumed that the Venes-
uela government would be willing to
supply any papera in its posvision,
whioh might be wanted.

There w alao talk of the necessity of
completing the organization of the
gommittee on nnval affuirs, with the
view Of haviong it sit during recess.

Chandler’s bill to sirengthen the
military armament, which, with others,
will require early consideration in
enpe complications rencli a more noute
stage, rands aa follows:

“That the president be, ana he is
hereby authorized snd directed to
strengthen tho military armament by

adding thereto equipment for the use

of 1,000,000 rifles, 1000 guns for fleld
srtillory and not exceeding 6000 heavy
uns for fortifications; to be procured
manufscture in the arsenals or
contract for manulactare, or by di-
rect purchase i the couniry, or else-

the president, who shall conform,
when practicablo and without vowise
delay, to the mathods presoribed for
making contracta snd purchases by
exinting laws.

“The sum of $1,000000 is hereby
approprited to carry into effect the
provisions of (his act.,”

Grout todsy introduced in the honse
nbill for the sppropriation of $100,000,
000 for defense of the seaboard and
Canadisn frontier. The bill proposes
to raise the funds by 80-year 3 per
cent ovin bonds io several denomina-
