THE SALE OF THE ATCHISON, TOPEKA
AND SANTA FE ROAD,

c—

O'm the Historle Sania Fe Trall--1nterest-
Ing Facts Recalled Helantlug to the Bulld.
ing of the Sywtem—The Trall Before the
Rullroad,

The sale of the Atchison railroad in
Topeka is the most notable incident of
the kiud in this ar any other country.
The extont of the system and the nmoant
of money involved in the transaction
were never equaled in any like transac-
tion, publio or private. The immensity
of the deal may bo better comprehonded
by the fact that the system proper em-
hinoes 4,582 miles of roadbed, on which
there are now being used 884 locamo-
tives, 27,000 freight cars, 600 passenger
cars, besides Pullmonns, express, mafl,
dining and other cars in great pumber. |
The traffic frequontly requires the oper- |
ating department to handle for weeks |
at a time no less than 70 freight traine
over a given division every 24 hours,
There are more than 20,000 pay checks |
{ssned by the Topeka office every month.

The Atchison system hus been built
praotically during the lust 20 years, and
originally it was intended to be a rail- |
road parulleling the bistoric Santa Fe
trail, over which should be transported
with greater easo and speed and ab re-
duced vates the “‘commerce of the
plaing, ** which had in the early seven-
ties assumed enormous proportions.

The fumous Santa Fe trail was legal-
ly established by n treafy which was
concluded Ang. 10, 1825, on the baunks
of the Necsho river, in u fine piece of
timber, The incident cansed Kit Curson
to mark on the bead of a cheese box
with a piece of charred wood **'Couneil
Grove'" and pail it on n tree where that
historie town now stands. That treaty |
was made with the Great and Little
Osages by n govermment commission ap-
pointed by authority of congress to *‘ne-
gotiate treaties with the Indians for a
wagon road through the great American |
desert,”’ and it was stipulated that the
Indians shonld hold gacred the rights of
the whites to travel that road nnmolest-
ed. This stipulation was so generally
observed by all the plains Indians that,
aven during many of the Indian raids,
the whites were generally safe from dep
redations a8 long as they remaioed on
the trail

Late in the eighteenth and early in
the present century the Spaniards, in |
their greed and jealousy, seut forth the |
edict that their territory in the south-
west should be carefully guarded from
any intrusion from the Americans to|
the north and enst. Already the Ameri- |
cans had come to regard the Spanish
possessions in Mexico with an increased
longing and covetonsness on  account of
the reported fabulons wealth of gold
and silver. Up to 1821, when Mexioo
gained her independence, it was at the
hazard of life itself that any American
attempted to penstrate that sealed np
country. At that time the frontier of
American civilization was on the Mis-
soori river, snd the western border of
that state was occuopied by a bold and
sdventurous people, and when this
treaty was made, goaranteeing protec-
tion alike to citizens of this and the re-
poblic of Mexico, this newly established
Santa Fe trail immedintely sprang into
groat importance. It sturted from Fort |
Leavenworth and from Independence |

Caravans of pack mules at-
tempting to cross the plains were forced
to proceed very slowly, always on the |
alert, moving like an invading army, |
ever ready to repel the sudden attacks |
of an unseen and almost nnknown ene- |
my. In the spring of 1824 the first wog- |
on frain reached Santa Fe with sup-
plies, and before winter it retorned to
the river Jaden with fine furs and sil-
ver. That train contained over 200 wag-
onk, each drawn by six to ten yoke of
oxen. Ovwer 100 days were required to
reach Santa Fe, the distance now being
covered in 28 hours. This commerce of
the plains grew to such proportions that
in 1868 there wers on the trail no less
than 2,500 men o some way epgage]
in this trafic. In that year there were
registered at Council Grove 1,827 wag-
ons, 429 horses, 5,310 mules, 15,714
oxen nud 07 carringes, or passenger ve-
hicles. During that year there were
9,608 tons of freight carried over the
routs, equal to about 500 carloads
There was over $2,500,000 directly in-
vested in this business, with another
$1,000,000 as an incidental investment.
—New York Times.
