slght of that the one removed, aspecial-
Iy If It is not a leguminons plant, is
likely to have taken a large quantity
of the readily avallahle plant food from
the soll. This Lelng the case, elther
superior Atting of the land by culture
and by allowing It to weather for a
week or two between the harvesting of
one ¢rop and the sowing of the vext, or
commercinl fertilisers, should be resort.
ed to to start the young plants of the
setond erop.
