Tur Ran Franciseo lumber combine,
organized about a year ugo for the al-
leged purpose of protecting the lum-
ber trade on this conet and st the
same time to assist sawmill men in
securing orders and maintaining
prices, geems to be proving s boom-
erang to the Columbia river mills.
Esch man or firm entering the com-
hine was cequired to deposit a bond ia
the sum of severnl thonsand dollars
for the faithfal complinnce with the
rules of the combine. The resnlt has
been that the Columbia river millmen
have been discriminated against in
fuvor of Poget Sound lumbermen and
censequently many mills in Oregon
have been lying idle for about a year;
but their bonds hold good, and while
the large mills of the Bonund are ruoa-
sing day and night to fill combine
orders, the smaller class of mills on
the Columbis buve nothing to do.
This matter has been investigaled by
one in & position to obtain the faots,
aud they are enbgtantially as above
stated. The combine, while perhaps,
a benefit Lo a few, is certainly a failure
80 far us itsa members collectively are
concerned. It i no doubt true that
certain members profit by it; but as it
is & stock concern the men or firms
that control the most stock get the
orders for lumber and the smaller
holders have the privilege of permit-
ting them to do so. The combine is a
failure again because it has not ad-
vanced the price of lumbar in the
least or been the canse of an incresased
demand. The whole affair seems to
have been a scheme on the part of
the larger establishmants to retire the
smaller ones from business, and to
considerable extent the scheme along
this line has been a success.

SsouLp the democratie party be
continuned in power for the next four
years with the esame results as the
last three and s half years, what con-
dition would this country be in?

The 1nevitable result of all this
is plain—that n nation which persists
in such a policy will soon reducs its
subjects to want and poverty. Our
people must have work, and that
work cannot be had unless the wheels
of industry in this country are in mo-
tion. The wage-earner, therefore, un-
der the present turiff policy, must be
reduced lo the condition of the wage
earner of Europe balore he can be em-
ployed. This question ean be seitled
in November, and he who adda his
mite to continne the present imethod
ul pauperizing the Amerioan workmun
shonld forever hold his ongue abou
hard times.
