ON THE FEVER COAST.

Unfortunate Condition of Negroes Whe
Emigrated to Liberin.

Philadelphia, Oot. 8 —The steam-
or Waesland, which arrived here today
from Liverpool, brought back as pas-
sengers, six colored colonists who went |
to Liberia early in the spring oo board
the famous steamship Laurada. They
tell of horrible sofferings from disease
and destitation by the uniortunate peo-
ple who gave up their homes in this
country to journey to Liberia. Forty
members of the expedition, consisting
of B15 people, are already dead, while
the entire number proviously taken out
on the Danish steamer Horsa, have
besn carried off by "‘John Bull" fever.

Among the puarty returning is Tay-
lor Smith, of Forest City, Ark. He
says the conutry is unfit for civiliza-
tion, and that thosé who went on the
Laurada are now penniless. Thay
have not sufficient money to get back,
and oertain death swaits them there,
fever carrying them off rapidly. Sev-
oral times they joimed together and
called opon the presidens of the state to
help themn. When the expedition was
made up, it was represented each man
would be given a plot of ground, and
other grants were to be given to single
men. Btrips of land are giveo them,
but they had no sheltar for several
months. Provisions command hig
prices, and they cannot be secured by
the poor creatures, and there is no way
to earn a living.

FATAL THEATER FIRE.

There I8
no® cheaper feed that the farmer can
grow, and we will not except even the
enme feed cut green and put Into the
ailo, [f corn is cut just as the ears are
glazing, Its fodder will be then at lts
best, and the graln will alse take all
from the stalks that it would get by
standing longer, So soon ns the husks
are dry enough to allow husking ensily
the corn should be husked, and the
stalks whl then usually be In good con-
ditlon for deawlng to the farm or stack.
It 18 better to make medium-slzed
stacks, so that the stalks will not un-
dergo violent heating. A slight heat-
ing will soften the shiell of the stalk
without InJuring It In any way. When
freexing weather comes these stalks
will be thoroughly dry, or at least seem |
so, and they should then be eut wm-"
& borse-power cutter. Such n machine
will put through In a siogle day fve
tlmes ns much ag & man can do with
only hand power, and at the saviug of
much hard lnbor. The stnlks after cut.
ting will heat some more, and should be
watehed and turned with & shovel oe-
ecasfonally, so that the under portions
may not mildew or hlacken, Corn fod-
der o prepared will be eaten with Httle
OFr N0 waste.

Walnnt Caltare.

The walout ls best grown from the
nut, but It can also be propagated by
budding, grafting and layering. Fresh
gathered nuts should be selected, and
they can be sown In nurseries in drills |
two feet apart, or better, where It i«
intended for them 1o remaln, ns this
tree makes a very stroug tap-root,
which, If the tree be left too long be-
fore removal, may be injured in the
transplanting. A deep and preferen-
tially a cnleareous soll should be
chosen, with a dry bottom. The young
tree I8 somewhat delicate and Is apt to
be injured by the spring frosts, In
cold districts, therefore, it must be pro-
tected for a year or two. Pleoty of
room must be allowed, ns It Is & vigor-
ous grower and makes fully twenty |
feet In helght In ten years, at which
date it usually begins to bear a crop.
Ounce established little or no attention
Is required, and except to remove un-
sightly growths no pruning ls neces-
eary. It will attalu quite 100 feet in
height, and llves to a great age, Its
productiveness [necrensing with its
years. It Is very sultable for avenue
pinnting, ns a roadside tree, or to be
planted along Irrigating canals, pre.
ferably on the upper slde and some lit-
tle distance from the water.

Cross Dril 1 1g of Wheat,

No winter grain should be eross
drilled. It Is doubtful whether there
are any advantages In cross drilling
grain at any season. The clieck to |
growth In the drill furrow Is only
enough to save the graln from becomn-
Ing oo vigorous and belng thereby at.
tacked with rust. The particular ob-
Jection to eross drilling winter graln is
that half the seed Is double covered
nnd ls buried under the ridge made by
the second drilling. We tried this once,
and found that the flrst drilling was
entirely winter killed, or so nearly so
that very little grain could be found
The
checkered appearance of a cross-drilled
gruln crop makes It look fine when the
plants come up, but the crop s never
afterwards s0 good as that when the
seed Is drilled all one way.
