Feeding Corn Fo'der,

Instead of getting a hay-cutiter for
eutting all the corn fodder, T would
advise feading It long, and lerting the
animals eat what they will. 1f it were
fairly well cured, s large part will he
eaten, If not fed too freely, Then I
wonld gather the stalks that are left
and chop them fine enough to hmndle
wall, say three or four inches long, an<d
put them In a large box or haif-hogs-
head. Then pour boiling water over
thé¢ mess, and sprinkle a quantity of
meal and shorts over It, and cover It
tightly, and let it remaln over night.
Feed in the morning, and, If the stalks
are eaten with a relish, I would eon-
tinue the practice as long as 1 found It
satisfactory. A ftrial lot can be emt
with an ax and block. Of coumse, noth-
ing bas been added to the nntritive val-
ue of the stalks, bnt the hot water will
soften them, snd, pertaps, make them
palatable, o that more will be eaten.—
North East Farmer.

How to Move Large Hoge,

JAMAICA'S MONGOOSE TriIAL

To Free the Inland from Rats-The
Peat Exterminated,

The Introduction of the mongooss

Into Jamalca marks one of the standard |

instanees of unexpected results follow-
ing upon an attempt to artificlalize the
process of natural selection, and tnkes
rank as a warning with the plague of
rabbits and thistles in Aostmlia. The
mongoose was introduced from India,
in 1872 In order to abate the pest of
mts, which Infested the sugar canes,
and after performing the salutary duty
it increased and multiplied to such an
extent that not only the rats and mice

but most of the living species of the isl- |

and were threatened with extinction.
Poultry suffered first, but the depreda-
tions extended to young pigs, kids,
lambs, newly dropped calves, pupples
and kirtens. Game of all kinds was at-
tacked, both living and in the egg. The
marander ate even fish, and made such
a specinity of snnkes, ground lzards,
froge. turtles and land erabs that many
kinds of these entirely disappeared.
Fioally the mongoose developed a rav-
enous desire for bananas, pineapples,
young corp. avooado pears, COCOAs,
yams and the sugar canes which it had
been ealled In to protect, winding up
Its tastes with an appetite for sall meat,

The result was a wholesale disap-
pearance of species. A few binds, like
the ground dove, had the sense to shift
thelr breeding places to the tops of the
prickly cactl, where they were safe; but
other anlmals, and the reptiles In par
teular, suffersd so severely that many
kinds were believed for years to be ex-
tinet. As a consequence, there arose
yet another plague, losects, like the
ticks and “figgers” (or chigors), which
used to be kept down by the snakes, in-
creased so overpoweringly that men
and ecattle were grievously Infested.
One counld not walk without belng cov-
ered with them

The victory over the Island remained
with the tick and the mongoose, until,
within the past year or two, n fresh
stage set [n. The mongoose suddenly
began (o be less plentiful, and It was
found that he had fallen vietim to the
tick. The resalts of the dimlootion are
shown In & gradual reappearance of
other beasts, birds and reptiles, Among
the snunkes there Is a very marked ln-
crease, and even the ground lizard, sup
posed to be quite extinel, has become
common again. The balance of life has
begun to reassert itself and naturalists
will wateh with curlokity for a com-
plete reinstatement of the previoos
faune The renewed depredations of
rats are halled as an advent of salva-
tlon, and, odd as it-may sound, the In-
crease In nombers of the crocodile ls
taken as n happy omen. The Jamal-
ecand are not lkely {o take further ex-
periments it this Interesting domaln
of natural history, but will adbere In
future to such present evils as they
have. For them, at any rute, It has
been no “imaginary mongoose.”"—Acad-
