THE AMEER'S LOYALTY

Difficulty of Holding His
Subjects in Check.

NO IMPORTANT BATTLES FOUGHT"

Buth Hides Mosslng Thalr Troops on
the Horder—Mad Mallzh'e
Mon Dosprting.,

London, Bept. 7.—Tho Times this
morning pnblishes a  digpateh  from
Simla saying that further evidenoe has
boon obtained of the desire of the ameer
of Afghanistan to prevent his subjecus
from tuking part in the frontier disturb-
anoes.. The British agent at Oabul sab-
mitted, at the ameer's request, a writ-
ten statemant showing the points upon
whigh the governmant Inid special stress,
Tho ameer replied to this statement in
hik own handwriting, emphasizing his

previous statements that his subjects |

ditl not dur® to openly take part in the
fighting, hut they have been drawn
away seoretly by the muollshs, whose
conduet he strongly sondemned,

Not the least doubt is entertained,
tho -linrltnh mayn, of the ameer's desire
to fulfill his obligations logally. He
has imsued orders that his troops be
withdrawn from the detached outposts,
#0 that they may be kept together upder
the gontrol of officors who ars uble to
provent them from deserting and join-
ing In the fighting.

An important step has bean taken by
Maharafah Sir Ber Bhamsher Jang Rans
Bahador, prime minister of Nepaul,
who las forbidden the circulation in
tha kingdom of native newspapers,
which he considers seditious and hos-
tile to the British government.

Both Sides Lined Up.
Peshawur, Sept, 7.—No fighting of

importance has yot occurred between |

the government foroes and the fribes-
men who have taken part in the upris-
ing. The enomy is concontrating at
varions polnts, and it is estimated that
17,000 tribemuen are now on the Sa-
muna range, but they appear loth to
attack the government troops.

It i reported thet the followers of
Haddah Mullah in the Bhubkar district
are deserting him, and severnl columns
have béen sent out in differént direc-
tions,

A alight skirmish has ocourred near
Hangu, from which point a small
colomn wns dispatohed snd scoured the
districts of Algmir, Nawimela and
Tari. They found the enciny's posts
desorted.  There was some firing, but
the enemy refused to be engaged at
close quarters. The subadar com-
manding the Mollagori Lovies, and 40
of his company, which formed a part of
the gareson st Fort Lundi-Kotal, ar-
rived at Jamrund on Friday, and were
given an enthusiastic reception, the
oentire garrison turniog ont and cheer-
ing ws they entered the town. The
Mullagoris cut their wiy through the
enemy after the capture of Fort Lundi-
Kotnl, and marched to their own coun-
try, where they buried their dead and
ressiured their friends. They thoen pro-
eooded for Jamrund, which place they
reached in safety with their arms

YELLOW FEVER AGAIN.

The Disense Prevalent on the Missis-
sippl Consi.

Mobile, Ala., Bept. 7.—~Yellow fever
pravails to some extent at Oocean
Bprings, Miss., on the bay of Biloxi, ac-
cording toareport jost made by a board
of physicians who have been muking an
examination of the patients, apd the
place has been rigidly quarantined.
All persons coming from that place or
neighborhood are to be detained st a
station established ountside the city
limita

The Town Quarantined.

New Orleans, Sept. 7.—The Alabama,
Migsissippi and Louisiana boards of
health have been at Ocean Springs since
yesterday. An examination of the pre-
vailing disoase was made . week ago.
There have been several hundred cases,
but fow deaths, and a board of experts
declared the diseass to be Dengue fever.
8inoe then, mortalities became more
frequent, and  the symptoms beonme

more like yellow fever and the alarm |

became so great that the health anthori-
tios again gathored, This time they
were accompanied by Professor A. L.
Mots, chemist of the Lonisiann board,
who analyged the virus in several cased
The verdict tonight was yellow fewver,

and various points on both sides of the |

town are rapidly declaring quarsntine.

Trylng to Ruppross the News:

Ooonn Bprings, Miss,, Sept. 7.—This
has been a diy of anxicas expectancy ne
to whether or not yellow fever exists
hero, and the question has not been de-
termined, Themembers of the Louis-
fnna state bonrd of health have been
hard at work all day long, working in
conjunction with the representatives of
the Alabama and the Mississippi organs
fzations, in adetermingd effort to settle
the vexed question a8 to the identity of
the pernicious fever. Their investign-
tioni were extensive.  Professor Mets
appears of the opinion that the prevail-
ing complaint is due in & monsure to
the pollution of the water in the bay
fronting the town. It is feared that
the oystera absorb poisonous germs and
commnpioate them to the consumera

ALASKA'S SILENT CITY.

Members of the Luigl Party Say They
Saw the Mirage.

Beattle, Bept. 6.—Alaska's Silont
City has emerged once more from its
mysterions hiding place, and revenled
its presence to five mombers of the
party that acompanied Prince Luigi np
Mount 8t. Elins. In the sarly morn-
ing of July 18, the party, while return-
ing from the ocean with supplies, sod-
denly saw the city mirrored in the
clear atmosphere. The vision was so
olear that C. W. Thornton, who first
natioced it, wrote in hig notebook as fol-
lows:

‘It required no effort of the imagina-
tion to liken it to a city, for the image
was po distinot and plain that it re-
quired, instead, a gtrong faith to be-
lieve that it was not in reality a gity.’"

Whereas the S8ilent City, of which
Minor W. Bruce wrote, was seen from
Muir glacier, the one obsereved by Mr,
Thornton and company was observed
from Malaspina glacier, more than 100
miles distant. It remained a perfect
image for 80 minutes, and then slowly
faded away, while in its place appeared
u rocky ridge.

A BRIDGE-JUMPER.

His Life Probably the Penalty of His
Rockloasnons.

New York, Sept, 6,—William Orton
jumped from the Brooklyn bridge this
afternoon, and now lies in a oritical
condition at the marine hospital, He
rode on & truck going to Brooklyn
ghortly before 2 o'clock. When the
truck wag near the center of the bridge,
Orton got off and quickly olimbed upon
the rail. The bridge was crowded with
promenaders, but no policeman was
pear, Orton stood on the ruil for o
fow moments, and throwing off his hat,
jumped out into space. He turned
over ssveral times in his deseent, and
struck the water on his right side,
When he cams to the sarface, the crew
of the tng gratitude fished him out.
Orton was in un exhausted condition,
and, after a while said:

“1 did ity I did it; dide’t 1'"" Then
he sank off into a state of coma, from
which he had not recovered at last se-
counta.

Fly Whoel Burst.

Porgtmouth; O, Sept, 3.—A 40-ton
fiy-wheel al the Burgesa steel and iron
works was bursted by a 4,800-ponnd
ingot stoppiug a roll.  The mill was
crowded with workmen, John Murphy
was hurled 80 feet and badly broised.
The roof was wrecked, Beams two feel
square were cut in two likestrawa, The
mill wag set on fire, but the fames were

TWELVE MINERS KILLED.

Explosion in a Coa! Mine Near Glen-
wood Springs, Colo.

Glenwood Springs, Colo., Spet. 8.—
A conl duet explogion in one of the
chambers of the Sunrise Coal Company,
the property of the Colorado Fuel &
Iron Company, at Sunshine, 12 miles
sonthenst of Glenwood Springs, killed
11 Italians and one American tonight,
a few minotes before 8 o'clock. The
men wore preparing to leave the mine
on the day shift when the disaster oo-
corred. A shot had been fired, and in-
stead of its being a dimet explosion,
whioch in minera* parlance is called a
“blowont,” it oreated a flume, which
shot backward and caught the dust that
bad accumulsted in the chamber intsead
of dislodging the seam of the ooal in-
tended. At the time of the explosion
there was a barrel of powder in the
onnmber, which ingited and aided the
disaster which would have oceurred
through the ooal dust exploding alone.
The Sunebine mine, where the disuster
occurred, is of a peculiar coal, a com-
bination of anthracite and bitamen,
and there is & belief that the gather-
ing of coul dust in the chamber was
due to excessive explosions caused by &
desire to empty the chamber too quick-
ly. In the property there are 50 to 56
men employed. The single chamber
where the men were killed, was the
only one damaged. Two homm after
the explogion occurred, the bodies of
the dead men wore all bronght to the
suriace.
