purchased the large Patterson ranch,
which contaiue 5,000 weres. The pur-
chase price is sald to be over §800,000,
This 1s the largess single purchnss pul
through in muny years in Ventura
county. The new faotory now lian a
eapacity of 2,000 tons of beets per day,
and sinee the oapnoity wam recently
doubled, it is now the Inrgest sugar
Lactory and refinery in the world,

A Distant Market For Flour

The Big Bend flour mill at Diven-
port, Wash., annually ehips hundreds
ol barrels of floar to the Orient, where
it has built np a reputation that gives
it a steady sale. The other side of the
Pupifie, where the countries are dense-
ly populsted furnishes a market for a
vask quantity ol Amerioan flour, and
heavy invoices are shipped direct to
that forelgn warket from the Lome
mill. At the present time the Hig
Bend mill is tarning out several thou-
sand barrels of its superior brand of
Aour for Japan, and this is only the be-
ginning of what promises 1o reach
greater shipments in the future to the
Japan market.
