HI8 HEAD CRUSHED.

Marine Diver Drowned Under 158 Fest
of Water.

Tacoman, Ang, 10.—Willlam Bald.
win, the famous marine diver, of Seat-
tie, wan drowned this afternoon while
working on the submerged Andeluns,
108 oot under water. It has beon
contended that divers could not descend
degper than 160 feel. Baldwin said he
vonld reaoh the Andelann, and made
three descents.

On the fourth trip down, the terrifle
air pressure broke the connecting
tubes to his pnevmatic mit, and he
wis drowned, © His head was ornshed
10 plocen by the pressors,

Baldwin made his flrst trip to the
bottom of Commencement bay on the
sfternoon of Augast 9, and broke all
previous records for desp-sen diving by
going down a little over 88 fathome
Wheu lie was drawn to the surface, al-
tor his fret descent, his first words,
whan the belmet wis removed from his
suit wore:  “‘I knew I could reach the
ship and I did.” g

When he went down mgain this af-
ternoon hin assistaots and o few apecta-
lors who were on the barge, which ls
moorel near where the Andelana is ly-
ing, jokingly said goodhye, an they had
niways dope before, and one of the
men ut the air pump added, *“We'll all
uttend yonr foneral.’" Little did they
think that that wonld be the last time
Buldwin wonld be seen alive.

Hgretofore the record for the deepent
dive made under water wan held by
Gunner's Mate Morgan, of the United
Btates oruiser Charleston, who went
bolow the suilace of the water & dis-
tanpe of 100 fest. When this recond
wns made, it was considered plienomen-
al, and many thought the feat impos-
silile,

Atn depth of 198 feet there jam
watal pressure of 90 pounds 1o the
squara inch, and a pressure of 956
ponmda to the square inch is necesaary
to force breathing-air to the man be-
low tho water, bot this did not deter
Baldwin from sttempting to reach the
sunken ship. In describing the fesl-
ing experienced under 33 fatboms of
water, Baldwin said it was & paralys.
ing sensation nll over the body and
limbe, and whben there would be tlie
lenst hitch in the nirpump, the top ol
his head seemed to ralse aboul three
feet, Ordipary garden hose was used
to fornish air to Baldwin, #nd this
wis only gunranteed to withstand »
prosaure of 76 pounds, so his death can
be laid only to his own oirlessness.

Bofore the raising of the Andeluna
could finally be successinl, it would be
neovasary for Buldwin to go to 86 fath-
omis of water, and he seemed perfootly
williug to chance the danger. Diver
Baliwin was to receive $30,000 for liis
Inbora if the Andelann wan ralsed, but
now that ha has been killed, it e
probable that the ship will continue to
lie 1n Commencement bay for some
time to come,

that the men of ths Washington regi-
mont dtand at the head of the list for
all-round good soldiers, of all the vol-
tntesrs now In the Philippines. They
won words ol praise [rom thelr corps
commander, General Charles King, for
their spendid work on more than onw
ocenslon, Upon General King's de
parture from the islands, the regiment-
al commandar, Colonel Wholley, was
choson to take his place a8 corpe oom-
munder, The Washington troops, the
lisutenunt says, are now awaiting
trauaports for thelr return to the Uni-
ted States and hs thinks they will leuve
Manils about the first of September.

HUNDREDS OF LIVES WERE 1081

The Hurricams Menched n Voloclity of
100 Miles an Wour—Hollef far
FPorte Klcans.

Jacksonville, Fla,, Ang. 2L —Ac-
eording to & Miami dispateh to the
Times-Union and Citizen, Captain Dil-
lon, of the steamer Cooos, atates that
the town of Hed Bay on the isand of
Andros, 30 mies sonthwest of Nusean,
wis ewept away in the recent tropioal
hurricans, and ‘mbont 800 lives loat,
An eya-wilnesa of the storm estimited
that the loss of life on the island was
fully 600, Beattered throngh the
wreck of hovres at Red Bay after the
storm wabsided, he said, wero hundred
f corpses of persons of all nges und

lnssen, Oaptain Dillon sard the wind
ulew at the rate of 90 miles an hoar at
Nussaw, with an oceanlonal gust which
ranched a velocity of 106 wilee an bour,

PORTO RICANS IN DISTRESS.

fesda of Next Planting and Work Must
Be Provided,

New York, Ang, 21,—A dispatch to
the Herald from San Juan, Porto Rico,
says: Visita to the most distressed
dintriots of the island prove that tha
former reporta of (errible conditions
have not been in the leasi exaggernted,
People in the towns are huddled to-
gether anywhers for shelter. In the
countiy the people mre sleeping in the
open air.  The food supplies have besn
totally destroved, Only the well-to-
do can afford to buy provisions,

Unless soccor comes in a fow daye
the people will starve, The supplies
from Ban Joan have pot yot arrifed al
the towns, but aro expected. The de-
pots in many towns are already sor-
rounded by & large number of hungry
people, The mayors of the towns have
roceived no authority to  dispense
money, but most of them aro contribut
ing genoronsly out of their own pock:
ots to aupply the most nrgent needs.

As far ns Cagone and Cayey, the mn:
itary conditione a1e not threatened, but
reports from towne [irther sonth state
thut their condition is dangeious. The
peril lies in the herding of the inhab-
itanta in the towns Beveral of ths
aoldiers were wounded doring the re-
cent horrieano, bot it is learped that
there were no deathid somng them, The
best posted persons wgree that it will
be necessary to provide work for the
inhubitants and weeds for the next
planting, An official report form Guaay-
mas says that 2656 houses woe de:
stroyed, 176 seriously injured and 204
damaged by the storm,

In the district surrounding Maya-
gues, scores of women, ol men and
childien are homeless and  begging
shedter and food. The schooner Con
oepeion, londed with 200 Purto Ricane
going as emigrants to Samann, went
wdrifs today. All jomped overboard
and pevernl were diowned. A Maya-
yues paper reminds the pnblie that in
the year 1841 the city wis desiroyed
by fire for two days, the governor was
parsonally distributing $560,000 among
those who most needed it

In Arroyo 80 per cent of the houses
wore demolished by the hurricane, At
the port nothing remsine, Many prom-
inent persons in Utnsdo have signed
an appeal to the publie asking food and
work for the inbabitants. Two thou-
sand  parsons  Lave periched in this
whole district.

EXPLOSION

IN MEXICO.

Killed Five Amerioan Engloecers and
Three Mexieun Flremen,

Chicago, Ang, 21.—A special to the
Record from Tampico, Mexico, sayer
By the explosiun ol a boiler of a locos
motive on the Mexican Cential railroad
seven men were killed and thres othen
fatilly injured. The locomotive was
standing on the sidetrack at Cardneas
when the oxplosion occurred, It was
of n spocial pattern and of great size,
eing used to haul traing up the moud-
tain,

Among tho killed are four Ameriean
engineers who were in the cab. Their
names wore Simon, Fitzgerald, Huosy
and Gibson. Another American en-
gineor named Lokbart was standing
near the locomotive when the explos
slon ocourred, He was horled o dis-
tance of 100 feet and was fatally in-
jured, The other men killal were
threa [exican flriemen and woodpase
ara.

bave reweived a terrible ponishment,
and death was nothing more than the
result of the blows whioch wers rained
on his face and head. The impact of
the hend on the floor hwd nothing to
do with it. He was in 8 dying condi-
tion before he fell.

“Franey should never have entered
the ring. An examination of his Iings
showed plearalic adhesions, and his
svatem wan otherwise broken down. He
was fit for practioal porposes in life,
biut cortainly not for unnatoral exer-
aige, ™ *

WRECKED A CHURCH

Violent 'Anarchist Demone
stration in Paris.

HUNDREDS OF PEOPLE ISIURED

Crucifix and Ornamonts Thrown Tnto =
Heonp nod Firsd —Saoaristan Seiced
by the Mob.

Paris, Ang, 22.—~Farls was today
the seene of mont serious distnrbances,
recalling gome sapect of the commune.
In response Lo an appea! of tne Journal
o Pedple, gronps of anarchisg and so-
vinlints gnthered abont # o'clock in the
afternoon in the Place de la Repub-
ligue, The police hud taken precans
trions, atd there seemed  to by no dan-
wer of disorders, Bebastinn Faure and
Faberot, well-known revolntionsiy ane
archists, were the ring-leaders. Faure,
stunding on the pwlestal of the statos
which rises in the center of the Palace
e In Republique, sdressed the crowd.
Amung other things he sid thag the
anirchists shoull be masters of the
streste.  The police then interfered
and dislodged Fanre and Fabsiot, mak-
jug thres arreste. The crowd ant this
point diwpeissd, but a column of dem -
onstrntors, headed by Faore and
Henr) d"Hors, made for the Place de
In Nation. The police broke through
the colnmn and a struggle for the mas-
tery followsd, Shots were fired, and
M. Goullier, commissary of police, was
twive stubbed with # knife,

The rioters proceeded toward the
Fauborg do Temple, at the corner of
Rue Darberi and the Roe 8L Maori-
Papincourt, they formed npinto a com-
puct body,  Hutohets were suddenly
produced, with long knives stolen from
the counters of shops, and & concen-
trated rush was made upon the Chorch
of St, Joseph.

The aged sncristan, sesing the mob,
ustily ulosed the outer gates, but these
were goon foreed with hatchets and
bare ol iron, The wuseive caken doors
wera then attacked, According to the
first wovount, the wild horde berst into
the chorck, which instantly became a
szemo of wild pillage and sacrifice, Al-
tars nnd mtatues were hurled to the
floor and smaoshed; pictures ware rent,
candlesticks, orunments and hests from
high altars were thrown down and
trumpled under foot. Tlie erucifix
nbove was made the target for miaailes
and the figme of the Savior wan frac-
tared in several places. ‘Then, while
runcorons  voices sang the "Carmag-
nole,”" the chsirs were oarried outside,
piled op and set on fire in the center of
the square froming thichdrch.  When
this staga was resched, the erncifix
was pulled down and thrown into the
flames. Sadidenly the ery was raised
thut the statoe of the Virgin had been
forgotten, and the crowd returned and
tora thin down slso. :

Ap attempt was made to fire the
choir of Bt, Joseph's with petroleum,
and the firemen were called in to
quench the flames. Several parishion-
ars were #everely mauled in their ef-
foria to defend the church from saori-
lege. The church is sitoated in the
poorest guanrter of the city. No disord-
ery of auy kind occarred in the fashion.
